Anyone interested in receiving Village
newsletters, event information, notices and other information are encouraged to
sign-up.  The solution the Village is using complies with anti-spam laws, allows users to
easily subscribe and/or unsubscribe, and reaches more people while reducing costs.
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2010 Gypsy Moth Management Program:
The Village will be treating areas which have previously been identified as seriously infested with an aerial spray
application of Bacillus Thuringiensis, subspecies kurstaki or BTK.  BTK is a naturally occurring, soil dwelling
bacterium that is highly effective in controlling Gypsy moth populations but is not harmful to people, pets,
livestock, migrating birds, bees or the environment. The initial application is scheduled for mid May, weather
depending.  However, to insure the best possible results, a second aerial application will follow about a week later.
The applications will be conducted by relatively low flying helicopters utilizing a global positioning system (GPS)
for precise navigation and spray application.  The 2009 management program was very successful as evidenced
by a marked reduction in defoliation and a paucity of egg masses surveyed over the winter.  The areas identified
for spraying in 2010 are primarily those areas adjacent to DuPage County Forest Preserve lands which have been
singled out for 2010 treatments.  The areas to be treated can be found at the Village website at
http://www.oak-brook.org/dep_vservices/GIS.shtml.

Emerald Ash Borer
With the continuing threat of the Emerald Ash Borer (EAB), the Villages has chosen to be proactive in reducing
the number of possible host Ash trees within the Village rights of way. This process started in the Saddle Brook
subdivision this past February, when the Public Works Department removed 23 selected Ash trees. The trees were
selected because of declining health or damage due to storms or accidents. The department will continue this
process late this summer and late next winter. The majority of the removals and replanting will take place in the
Saddle Brook and Forest Glen subdivisions due to the large number of Ash trees. If you have any questions or to
report an ill or damaged Ash tree, please contact Lee Hammer at 630-368-5278.
